Getting Technical

If you remember, the last ‘Getting Technical’ article led to several branches from the straight-
run distillation column that we could take to explore a refinery further. We could take a look at
gas processing, fuel blending, catalytic reforming, hydrotreating, catalytic cracking, or flashing,
among others. All of these are ultimately aimed at getting the right economic mix of refinery
products to meet market demands. So, lets take a path that leads to the product that we all
commonly use daily, gasoline (fuel blending).

Important Properties

Gasoline 1s not a single chemical compound. It is a blend of hydrocarbons and additives.
Refiners use blending techniques to provide the properties necessary for proper fuel
combustion and to enhance performance. Additionally the desirable properties vary from
location to location and season to season.

Perhaps the two most important properties of gasoline are vapor pressure and octane number.
In our day-to-day activities we don't give much thought to these as long as the gasoline that we
buy works. But, if for some reason these properties are mis-matched for our dniving
requirements or habits, we certainly do notice, although we might not realize just what the
problem isl

This article will cover vapor pressure. | will leave octane number until the next month. A
gasoline’s octane number is a very interesting and important subject -- it deserves an article all
to its ownl

Vapor Pressure

Vapor pressure is a property that all liquids have. Simply defined, it is the measure of the
amount of pressure that must push down on the surface of that liquid to keep it from
evaporating. Hydrocarbons like propane and butane with small molecules have high vapor
pressures, while those with larger molecules like oil and tar have low vapor pressures.
Basically, the higher the vapor pressure of a liquid, the easier and more quickly it evaporates.
Vapor pressure also depends on temperature. The warmer a liquid is, the greater is its vapor
pressure. So, if you want to evaporate a liquid quicker, you heat it

Why is vapor pressure important to gasoline blending? In order to burn gasoline in an
automobile engine, it must be properly mixed with air in your car's carburetor. When starting
your car, enough gas must vaporize into the air to get an ignitable mixture. If the engine is cold
this can be difficult. To improve cold starting, we could heat the gasoline, but this is
impracticable when cold-starting. A better solution is to blend the gasoline to provide the proper
vapor pressure for the conditions you are likely to encounter when starting your car. This means
that in cold climates and seasons, the gasoline must have a higher vapor pressure than in
warmer climates and seasons. Additionally, higher altitudes where the atmospheric pressure is
lower can also affect the ease of starting your car. So, refiners adjust their blends to account for
these vanations. After all they want to sell you a good productl

Vapor pressure 1s an important property to keep in mind if a car is infrequently used. For
example, if you use a “winter” gasoline (high vapor pressure) in the summer, it would vaporize
too easily, causing vapor lock in the fuel system or at least excessive loss of fuel through
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evaporation. If you use a “summer” gasoline (low vapor pressure) in the winter, it would be very
difficult to start you car and even to keep it running! Modern fuel injection systems reduce the
potential for these problems, but vapor pressure is still important for refiners to control.

How do refiners blend for vapor pressure control? As | mentioned before, gasoline is a blend of
combustible hydrocarbons. So as long as a substance i1s combustible, refiners could use it to
enhance or suppress vapor pressure properties. As it tums out, most refineries have an
abundance of a small-molecule hydrocarbon, butane. It is a by-product of many of the other
refinery operations mentioned in previous “Getting Technical” articles. Butane has a vapor
pressure that is 5 to 7 times greater than straight run gasoline. So, refiners blend in butanes to
meet the vapor pressure requirements for their fuels.

Butane blending also increases the volume of gasoline produced by the refinery. This is one of
the reasons why refineries are more efficient in fuel production during winter months. The irony
Is that the demand for gasoline is typically down in the winter compared to summer. So refiners
have large tank storage facilities for fuels (and other products) produced when the refinery
efficiencies are up. One problem though is the dilemma of how much summer gas to blend in
the winter in relation to the winter fuel demand! (Remember that gasoline is sold by the gallon,
not by the pound!)

The next time you fill up you car, notice the vapors escaping from the tank as you fill. Those
wavy lines of vapor are most likely butane evaporating from the gasoline. (Don't worry you won't
lose enough to affect your car's performance. But don't breathe in too much of them or you may
affect your performancel) If you make a mental note of how those wavy lines look, you will
probably notice that you see more of them in the winter than in the summer. Now you know
whyl

A quick review.

Vapor pressure is a measure If the ease with which a liquid will evaporate. It is
an important property of gasoline. You need enough vapor pressure to easily
start your car, but not so much as to cause vapor lock or running problems. The
vapor pressure of a gasoline is greater in colder climates and seasons than in
warmer climates and seasons because of the amount of butane blended in.
